
Delano or Dawes?
After researching my Bradford, Brewster, Cooke and Hopkins line, I discovered

in the Bradford line a woman named Louisa Delano.  Her birth name always
came up as Louisa Delano, Lovisa Delano and Lovicy Delano, in fact on her

death certificate her name says Louisa Delano Bradford.  I found her
gravestone in Turner, Maine and her name was Lovisa Bradford.  This all

seemed very complicated.  I would find records with a name of Lovice
Dawes, daughter of Ebenezer Dawes.  Louisa Delano’s father was Ebenezer
Delano.  So both women had a father named Ebenezer.  Finally after much

research, and an approval from the Historian General in Plymouth, she
agreed that there was in error and that my Lovice Dawes is a different
person from Louisa Delano.  Turns out that Lovisa Dawes married Seth
Delano in 1804.  Seth died and she married Ephraim Bradford in 1807.  It

Here are a few easy steps that you can take to preserve
treasured, historic personal papers and written records in
your own home.

Don’t use adhesive tape on a paper or photograph. Tape
has chemicals that can destroy documents.

Don’t do anything to a document or photograph that can’t
be undone (g.g., writing notes on the document or
photograph in ink, having it laminated, or repairing it
with tape or glue).

Keep papers in cool, dry places away from heat sources,
and away from sources of water such as water pipes and
humidifiers. (An environment with 70 F and 45% to 50%
humidity is ideal.)

Do not store papers in attics or basements. These are
places where heat, humidity, and insects can do much
damage.

Keep documents out of the light. Store them in metal boxes
or file cabinets. For greater protection use acid-free folders
and acid-free boxes.

DID YOU KNOW:
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What is a First Cousin, Twice Removed??
If someone walked up to you and said “Howdy, I’m your third cousin, twice removed,” would you have any idea what they meant? Most
people have a good understanding of basic relationship words such as “mother,” “father,” “aunt,” “uncle,” “brother,” and “sister.” But
what about the relationship terms that we don’t use in everyday speech? Terms like “second cousin” and “first cousin, once removed”? We
don’t tend to speak about our relationships in such exact terms (“cousin” seems good enough when you are introducing one person to
another), so most of us aren’t familiar with what these words mean.

Cousin (a.k.a “first cousin”): Your first cousins are the people in your family who have two of the same grandparents as you. In other
words, they are the children of your aunts and uncles.

Second Cousin: Your second cousins are the people in your family who have the same great-grandparents as you., but not the same
grandparents.

Third, Fourth, and Fifth Cousins: Your third cousins have the same great-great-grandparents, fourth cousins have the same great-great-
great-grandparents, and so on.

Removed: When the word “removed” is used to describe a relationship, it indicates that the two people are from different generations.
You and your first cousins are in the same generation (two generations younger than your grandparents), so the word “removed” is not
used to describe your relationship.  The words “once removed” mean that there is a difference of one generation. For example, your
mother’s first cousin is your first cousin, once removed. This is because your mother’s first cousin is one generation younger than your
grandparents and you are two generations younger than your grandparents. This one-generation difference equals “once removed.”
Twice removed means that there is a two-generation difference. You are two generations younger than a first cousin of your grandmother,
so you and your grandmother’s first cousin are first cousins, twice removed.

Instructions for Using a Relationship Chart: Pick two people in your family and figure out which ancestor they have in common. For
example, if you chose yourself and a cousin, you would have a grandparent in common. Look at the top row of the chart and find the first
person’s relationship to the common ancestor. Look at the far left column of the chart and find the second person’s relationship to the
common ancestor. Determine where the row and column containing those two relationships meet.

In a large soup kettle, heat oil over medium heat. Stir in garlic, carrots and
onion. Cook, stirring constantly, until vegetables wilt but not brown.

Add water, lentils, ketchup, cloves and salt; cover and bring to a boil. Reduce
heat to low and cook, stirring occasionally, 45 minutes or until lentils are
tender. If soup gets too thick, add more water.

Reheat before serving, adding pepper. Add vinegar, wine or lemon juice for
extra flavor.
